ALL GUESTS & PETS MUST CHECK-IN AT THE OFFICE BEFOR E VISITING THE CAMPGROUND. 
 
Violation of any of the following rules will result in your immediate ejection from the park 
with no refund! 
  
•••• Quiet time is 11:00 pm through 8:00am.  No loud noises during this time period. 

 
•••• Speed limit in on all Shady Shores Property is 5 mph.  Safety is our number one concern. 

 
•••• Your guest must register with the office as soon as they enter Shady Shores Campground. 

 
•••• Open fires must be manned, for the safety of everyone, at all times. 

 
•••• Parking: a guest pass is required in camp. 

 
•••• Lake and bay waterfront area safety:  Adults must accompany children at all times. 

 
•••• Children must be accompanied by an adult when using the bathhouses. 

 
•••• Children’s curfew:  minors, under 18 years old, must be on your site 11:00pm through 8:00am. 

 
•••• Unaccompanied children are not allowed on the campground. 

 
•••• Garbage must be cleaned up and put into our dumpsters upon your departure. Recycle bins are behind 

the game room.  Please do not burn your garbage; it’s nasty and against the law. 
 

••••  Respect trees or other camp property; DO NOT DAMAGE THEM. 
 

••••  Respect other camper’s sites; DO NOT TRESSPASS. 
 

••••  No firearms or fireworks allowed in camp. 
 

••••  Golf carts and ATV drivers must have a valid driver’s license and provide proof of liability insurance to 
Shady Shores Campground Management in order to operate any type of motor vehicle in camp. 

 
•••• You must register your pets and provide current vaccination papers upon entering Shady Shores 

Campground.  No aggressive pets allowed.  All pets must be leashed and with a camper at all times. 
 

••••  No abusive, foul, rude or vulgar behavior or language. 
 

••••  No swimming allowed on camp property.
